The hotel and apartment complex was made using Sylva™ CLT elements, resulting in a lower carbon footprint
compared to traditional steel and concrete construction. This sustainable approach is complemented by a
collaboration with Bodø Energi, which enables the hotel to generate its own energy through rooftop solar panels.
